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Born in Rabat, Morocco, Faiz Lamouri began the study of saxophone and music at a very early age.

After eight years of classical studies, he took an interest in jazz through musicians

like Paul Desmond, Lester Young, Charlie Parker, Sonny Rollins, John Coltrane, Chris Potter, Mark Turner or Walter
Smith.

In 2004, he moved to Paris where he attended the American School of Modern Music until 2008. During these four
years, Faiz Lamouri has regularly performed as a leader in prestigious jazz clubs in the French capital such as the
Baisé Salé or the Sunside.

In 2008, Faiz Lamouri obtained a scholarship of excellence to study at the New School for Jazz and Contemporary
Music in New York.

During his years in NYC, Faiz gave concerts in many jazz clubs including the Tutuma Social Club, Fat Cat, Smalls
and the prestigious Dizzy's Club.

In 2010, he performed at the famous Iridium Jazz club opening for Kenny Garret as part of the "New Stars Series".
He graduated with honors from the New School for Jazz and Contemporary Music in May 2011.

Back in France in 2013, Faiz Lamouri regularly performs in jazz clubs and festivals in Europe and around the world.

In 2016, he released his first album of original compositions, Wonders, on the Soprane Records label.
Critically acclaimed by the press, the album is regularly featured on international jazz radios.

Quoted as “a new star in the Jazz world” by the RTL radio in France and as “young prodigy”(Soir Echos), Faiz
Lamouri has established himself as one of the most prominent jazz saxophonists of his generation.

After touring around the world with his quartet in 2018, (Anmmoggar'n Jazz Festival, Montevideo Jazz Festival etc)
Faiz Lamouri recorded his second album, Inner Light, which was released in 2020 on the famous record label Fresh
Sound New Talent. (Robert Glasper, Brad Meldhau, etc)

Inner Light is tenor saxophonist and composer Faiz Lamouri's follow-up to
his promising debut, Wonders (Soprane, 2016). It does not disappoint and
begs the question, why have we had to wait four years?

Moroccan-born, Lamouri moved to Paris in 2004, where he studied at the
American School of Modern Music until 2008. He then moved to New York
City, where he continued his studies at the New School for Jazz and
Contemporary Music. He returned to France in 2013.

Wonders is an accomplished exercise in straight-ahead jazz, taking in bop,
hard bop, post-bop and balladry, and making much of Lamouri's gorgeous
tone and technical facility. /nner Light, another quartet set but with a different lineup, is a more personal, and
therefore more satisfying, outing reflecting Lamouri's Moroccan roots and years in New York,

The lines between Morocco, France and the US blur on the album, with the three heritages taking turns on
top. Moroceo is heard on "lamaa EL Fna," which references the percussive trance music played by the
country's Gnawa brotherhood, and "Euphoria.” Faint traces of Claude Debussy and Erik Satie can be detected
on "Memories" and "Afternoon.” Elsewhere, American jazz is centrestage.

An engaging album from a musician who is enriching the jazz tradition from within. Let us hope we do not
have to wait another four years for Lamouri's next album.
